Autumnal Equinox Labyrinth Walk

     According to the Farmer's Almanac, the autumnal equinox occurs this year "on Saturday, 
September 22, 2018, at exactly 9:54 P.M. EDT".  This is the astronomical start of fall in the 
Northern Hemisphere (and spring in the Southern Hemisphere).
